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One recent research on secondary students’ television viewing behavior reveals that the Hong Kong
youngsters are highly attached to television serial viewing. They even perceive that the contents of the
serials are truly reflecting particular issues of our real world.  In addition, research also finds that the heavy
serial users have the tendency to learn ideas from the serial stories, particularly when dealing with their
problems of love affairs. These indicate media education on the local youngsters is highly inadequate.
Based on these research findings, this paper tries to discuss the problems as well as the causes of the
deficiency in television literacy of the Hong Kong youngsters.  And | would finally state that the local media
education should put more emphasis on educating the parents besides the works in school.
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
